EXT. BLURRED

POV

Slow fade to a blurry image that has movement in it.  Slowly
the picture focuses and a young girl in a fairy dress plays,
walking back and forth and occasionlaly dancing.

The young girl walks up to the [POV] and grabs it, looking it
over slightly.  She smiles and walks away.

The little girl continues about her playing, walking out of
frame for short times and then back again.  She hums to
herself and dances.  She stops what she is doing and looks
towards the camera again.  Her posture shows her aggitated in
a playful way.

The little girl walks back up to the [POV].

LITTLE GIRL
You can’t sit like that all day.

ECU - OLD MANS EYE

The eye blinks slowly.

LITTLE GIRL (CONT’D)
Come on.

(beat)
Come dance with me.

CU - OLD MANS HAND

The OLD MAN’s hand rests on his leg, dried leaves fall around
his hand. A little hand grabs the OLD MAN’S hand gently.

LITTLE GIRL (CONT’D)
Please Grandpa.

The little hand knocks a dead leaf off of the OLD MAN’S leg
and pulls at the OLD MAN’S hand.

MS 2FER - OLD MAN AND LITTLE GIRL

The LITTLE GIRL exageratedly yanks on the OLD MAN as he
slowly stands up.  She walks him a few feet from the bench he
sat on and begins to dance around him.

POV - OLD MAN

(CONTINUED)



The LITTLE GIRL orbits the OLD MAN as she dances and hums a
tune.

CU - OLD MAN’S FACE

The OLD MAN looks down and watches the LITTLE GIRL dance.

MS 2FER - OLD MAN AND LITTLE GIRL

She dances around him and stops.

LITTLE GIRL (CONT’D)
You have to move to dance with me
Grandpa.

The LITTLE GIRL grabs both hands of the OLD MAN and starts
swinging them back and forth as she dances.

CU - OLD MAN’S FACE

The OLD MAN slowly begins to smile at the LITTLE GIRL.

MS 2FER - OLD MAN AND LITTLE GIRL

The OLD MAN apprehensively dances with his grand daughter, at
first very ridgid, and then more exuberant.

LITTLE GIRL (CONT’D)
I love you grandpa

COLOR creeps into the BLACK & WHITE frame.

OLD MAN
I love you too ‘hun’.

COLOR explodes into the frame as blossoms float into the
scene.

DOLLY BACK

FADE OUT.
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
